2 lessons — Mrs. Burton

Students study Shakespeare’s play Othello,
considering the representations of aspects of love and
how this reflects the time in which the play was
written. Study will focus on an analysis of:
characterisation; dramatic structure; stagecraft;
dramatic speech and language. Students will consider
film and stage adaptations of Othello to engage with
alternative interpretations and how these reflect
contexts of reception.

Students will practise analysis of key passages from
the play, each for the representation of a particular
aspect of love, and make links to the wider play.
